Globalization has impacted the Bush Negro people’s lives in the
interior of Suriname and drastically changed the ways in which
they can continue the artistic traditions of

their ancestral cultural heritage. The speed and intensity at
which globalization has taken place with the Bush Negro
people—without allowing sufficient time to process impacts and
changes in own ways and at their own pace—has affected the
structural conditions of their cultural and social institutions
and thereby drastically changed their attitudes toward
traditional artistic practices.

Fieldwork with the Bush Negro people in villages and in the
urban centers of Suriname during the last decade created an
awareness of how the increasing exchanges of people, goods,
media and electronic advancements, and the ready availability
of imported goods in previously remote areas such as the
villages of the Bush Negro people has affected their indigenous
arts practices.

The central role of the arts in the culture of the Surinamese
Bush Negro people and impacts of globalization on their village
social structures will be the focus of this presentation.
